Parish Priest of 

St. George Parish 

in Aweil Sudan 

made a visit and 

captured some 

photos of himself 

and the well that 

has been constructed. He brought with 

him exciting stories of how the people of 

the village are so grateful to have yet an-

other source of clean water nearby. ñEven the animals come 

and drink of the water that may spill from the wellò he told us. 

      When St. Martin de Porres parishioner, Mr. Lual Dut was 

returning home, as well as another gentleman from the Buffalo 

area, we encouraged them to visit the village for us and help 

share with us how the con-

struction is proceeding. The 

photos speak for themselves 

and give us great encourage-

ment that our medical clinic 

project will soon have com-

pleted its first stage: the 

Brick and Mortar building.
